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You may visit the Sanford Police
Department Records Division and fill out
a “House Check” request form. You will

provide information such as :

Your address, the dates you will be gone,
emergency contacts, and other important
details.

Your Neighborhood Service Area (NSA)
officer will then provide extra patrols and
house checks while you are gone.

Don’t place your Christmas gift boxes out
for garbage pick up. You are advertising
what your home has to offer.
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Make sure your home is
protected while you are not
there. The best plan is to make it
look like you never left; keep it
looking occupied.

e Use timers and motion sensor lights;
timers to give the appearance someone
is inside.

e Keep window blinds turned in an up-
ward position.

e Stop your mail and newspaper service,
or have a neighbor pick them up for you.

e Turn your telephone ringer down or off,
and don’t announce your absence on an
answering machine.

e Don’t post you are away on “Facebook”
or other social media sites. Post all your
vacation pictures when you return.

e Place your Christmas tree and presents
out of view.
